A NEW HOBBY: FINGERBOARDING

A fingerboard is a working replica of a skateboard that a person "rides" by
imitating skateboarding maneuvers with their hand. The inventor of finger boards
was Cam Fox Bryant. A fingerboard is 96 millimeters long or longer, and can have

a variety of widths like 26mm (regular), 28mm (wide), and 29mm and up (extra
wide). There are the 57mm minis and the 96mm regular, as well as the cruiser

boards. Skateboarding tricks may be performed using fingers instead of feet. Most
tricks done on a fingerboard are the same that people do on skateboards. Lance Moun-
tain helped develop finger boarding as a hobby in the late 1970s and wrote an article
on how to make fingerboards in Trans Word's Skateboarding magazine in 1985.

Although finger boarding was a novelty for years, they became a collectible toy |
as skateboard manufacturers realized the potential for product branding and making a
profit in the 1990s. Fingerboards are now available as inexpensive novelty toys, com-
plete with accessories. Fingerboards are also used by skateboarders as 3-D model visual
aids to understand potential tricks and maneuvers; many users make videos to document their efforts.
Fingerboards were first created as homemade toys in the 1970s and later became a novelty attached to key chains in skate
shops.

At the moment, fingerboards are a popular hobby in Berlin, Germany and are often made of wood veneer.
In Heraklion, me and my classmates come in touch with 10-15 finger boarders. We have never gathered all together at the
same place and time but sometimes we meet at Liberty square, downtown and perform our tricks or we go to a friend’s
house to make videos for YouTube and just have fun... Also if we want some decks or some accessories we order them from
Black river-ramps in Germany or from Flat face fingerboards in USA.
